While a number of safety features are already
standard on the Kennedy fleet, the new equip-
ment includes additional safety components as
well as weight-saving specs.

The new tractors feature Eaton Ultrashift
transmissions, Wabco Traction and Rollover
Stability Control, Michelin wide-base tires and
Webasto heaters to reduce idling, plus a number
of driver comfort and convenience features.

Center of Gravity

Talk to accident investigators, especially
in mountainous states and provinces,

and you’ll hear tales of truck rollovers. Too
many tales. 

In jurisdictions where intensive accident
investigations aren’t routine, they’ll tell you
about trucks that approached a turn at the bot-
tom of a long grade going too fast. Most states
and provinces simply don’t have trained acci-
dent investigators on staff so when officers
come to fill in the “cause of accident” line on
their report, they’ll write “speed too fast for
conditions” more often than anything else.
Drivers, on the other hand, will often say, “The
load must have shifted.” It’s not that simple.

In both cases an understanding of basic
physics is probably what’s lacking.

Some trucks with some loads are simply
more prone to falling over than others, and
today’s load may be infinitely more dangerous
than yesterday’s. Drivers ought to think of the
difference between a flatdeck loaded with
sheets of drywall and that same trailer hauling
farm machinery. With that drywall, the weight
is low; with the farm machinery, the weight is
high. It will be much more difficult to get the
drywall load to tip. 

Raise the vertical center of the truck’s total
weight – its center of gravity – and you’ll also
raise its relative ‘tippiness,’ to use a highly tech-
nical term. Now add speed to the equation. Or
an exit ramp with a decreasing radius. Or
maybe an abrupt steering maneuver to avoid
an errant four-wheeler.  

In all these cases an understanding of the
rig’s basic physics will help, especially center of
gravity. Think about being on a ladder. When
you lean sideways so far that your weight –
your center of gravity – is no longer directly
over your feet, you’ll begin to fall.

Veteran drivers understand all this intuitive-
ly, but I would like to see such physics lessons
taught at every driving school. And hammered
home.

Change is in the
air

Our industry, and indeed our world, is con-
stantly evolving. Change is, as they say,

inevitable. The face of trucking as we know it
today, however, will bear little resemblance to
the one we see in the coming years.

Changes across all segments of our industry –
regulations, the economy, drivers and emerging
technologies – are altering trucking. Raw mate-
rials and fuel costs continue to escalate at
unprecedented rates. Mergers are becoming
commonplace, and the number of small fleets is
dwindling. In addition to the driver shortage,
driver turnover rates are at an all-time high.

Business is good, especially in the flatbed seg-
ment where the construction boom is providing
ample freight. Despite this upturn in our econo-
my, however, the changes that are afoot are cre-
ating a more challenging business environment
than ever before. 

Advanced technologies will help trucking
meet the many challenges ahead. While technol-
ogy often carries a higher initial cost, efficiency,
safety and decreased costs will be realized in the
long run. For trucking companies and suppliers
alike, those who succeed the transformation will
be those who can quickly adapt to change, real-
ize the benefits of implementing cost-saving
measures and execute a smarter allocation of
resources.
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The 150 new Great Dane flatbed trailers also
will have the Wabco Rollover Stability Control
and Michelin wide-base tires. 

The largest investment L.J. Kennedy has
made in the interest of safety is the Meritor
WABCO Rollover Stability Control. 

“It was quite an additional cost, but manage-
ment accepted it right away and allowed us to
put it on the new units. Safety is first and fore-
most in our minds when we spec equipment,”
Derrig related. Since this feature has just been
added with the last build, there has not been a
lot of time to evaluate its success, but, noted
Derrig, “It’s one of those intangible things – how
often it works, we don’t know, but I can say
we’ve had no accidents this year.” 

To save weight and increase payload, L.J.
Kennedy worked with Great Dane engineers on
the trailer itself. Using FREEDOM flatbeds as a
starting point for their trailers, L.J. Kennedy’s
flatbeds were designed specifically for their
needs and address the company’s requirement

Although Great Dane produced some
flatbeds, like the one shown here, in the
early part of the 20th century, the com-
pany officially entered the flatbed mar-
ket in 1972 with the acquisition of its
second manufacturing facility. The pur-
chase of Arrow Trailers in Memphis,
Tenn., was the beginning of flatbed pro-
duction that would increase 200 percent
over the years. All of the company’s
flatbed trailers have been built at the
Memphis plant. Today, Great Dane
offers a broad line of flatbed trailers to
meet a variety of customer needs.

In August 1971, a red 1961 International
one-and-a-half ton pickup truck eased its

way out the gate of a backyard wood-preserving
plant in the small town of Abbeville, Ala. The
truck’s driver and young new owner of the com-
pany, Jimmy Rane, didn’t know it then, but his
tiny, three-man operation would grow into an
industry leader and would be named the second
largest producer of pressure-treated lumber in
the nation by Building Materials Digest for four
years in a row.

Great Southern Wood Preserving, Inc. offers a
wide variety of building products, including
YellaWood®  brand pressure-treated pine, N-
Durz® brand borate-treated wood and other spe-
cialty products including a fire retardant lumber
and plywood, a water repellent treatment and a
line of alternative decking. 

Within five years of its start as a small back-
yard plant, Great Southern trucks were making
more than half of their deliveries to the Mobile,
Ala., area. The company opened its second treat-
ing plant in Mobile, then, nine years later, Great
Southern expanded again by opening a new plant
just outside of Atlanta. 

Over the next 16 years, Great Southern
entered a period of rapid growth, adding four
full-service treating facilities. In addition, the
company purchased a remanufacturing facili-
ty in Abbeville and added three production
facilities. 

These strategic locations also serve as staging
points for the company’s transportation division,
Greenbush Logistics. Formerly Great Southern
Trucking, Greenbush Logistics is uniquely posi-
tioned to provide logistical services to customers
throughout the area by taking advantage of its

options not previously available, such as
choice of suspension and wheels ends. A spe-
cial Canada spec will also be available.

The FREEDOM comes in two distinct con-
figurations: The 12-inch crossmember spac-
ing, designed for heavy-duty operations, is the
ideal choice for carriers hauling items such as
steel products, bricks and construction equip-
ment, and those who do a lot of forklift load-
ing. The lighter-duty version with 16-inch
crossmember spacing, which incorporates a
single coil package, is the option of choice for
carriers with loads such as building materials,
lumber, sheetrock and aluminum.

FREEDOM trailers are manufactured in
groups of 50 to 100 units, all very similar in
specifications: 48 feet by 102 inches, with
Hendrickson AANT spread air tandems, slid-
ing winches, chain tie-downs that are recessed
into the floor, Jost landing gears and Grote
Long-Life LED lighting systems. The floor sys-
tem crossmembers connect to the main beam
with no welding for longer service. New stan-
dard features on the FREEDOM are the
Kendall EBL standard lubrication on wheel
ends and Ancra’s new “ratchet winch.”

FREEDOM trailers are well appointed with
standard specs, yet they are designed to be
easily modified at the branch or dealer with
add-ons such as tool boxes, tire carriers, bulk
heads, winches and straps. 

FREEDOMs are available at all Great Dane
locations in the U.S., Canada and Mexico.

Greenbush Logistics (formerly Great Southern
Trucking) is for the first time purchasing Great Dane
flatbeds for its fleet. The company has taken delivery of
124 FREEDOM flatbeds, and another 16 are on order.

“The Huntsville Plant is well positioned to

follow in the fine tradition of our Memphis
flatbed facility,” remarked Sam Gupta, senior
vice president of manufacturing at Great
Dane.

The ability to offer a valuable combination of
low weight and strength at a competitive price is
a result of the trailers being part of a stocking
program, which means a number of them are
produced at one time with standard specs.

This alone is enough to turn heads, yet the
value of the FREEDOM line of flatbed trailers
extends beyond initial price and availability. A
number of engineering designs, including some
that are unique to Great Dane, offer added bene-
fits that continue to pay off long down the road.

For example, the FREEDOM’s modular con-
struction makes it easy to repair them.

The exclusive floor system design, which
no other manufacturer offers, features cross-
members that are connected to the main beam
web with bolts instead of welding. This inno-
vative design provides improved fatigue life for
long-lasting service.

The unique aluminum winch track
includes 10 winches the full length of the
roadside track so customers are not tied to
proprietary components.

FREEDOM flatbeds also offer driver satis-
faction. A frequent comment from drivers is
the excellent tracking ability, which is due to
several factors. The strength of the tractor
reduces the push-pull on the truck, allowing it
to run true with less friction. Another reason
for the smooth tracking is doing the job right
from the start – the flatbed factory does a good
job of aligning the trailers.

While much of the beauty of the FREEDOM
lies in its choice standard specs, Great Dane will
work with customers to customize their flatbeds
suited specifically for their operations. In addi-
tion to basic add-ons such as tool boxes, tire car-
riers, bulk heads, winches and straps, other
modifications can be made to  FREEDOMs upon
request. For example, some customers are spec-
ing rolling tarps.

Purchased right off the lot as is, or modi-
fied with add-ons for your particular opera-
tion, the FREEDOM is a wise investment for a
variety of flatbed operations.

Aseries of performance criteria has been
devised to ensure that the cargo secure-

ment system is strong enough to handle the
forces that could be expected to occur under all
normal driving conditions and during emer-
gency maneuvers, up to but short of a crash.

Specifically, the performance criteria indicate
the amount of force the cargo securement sys-
tem must be able to withstand. The force of grav-
ity (“g” is the symbol used for gravity) can be
measured in weight. So 0.2 g is equal to 20 per-
cent of the force of gravity or 20 percent of the
cargo weight.

The Standard includes the following perform-
ance criteria for each direction:

Forward Force: The force in the forward direc-
tion would most often occur when the vehicle is
braking. The cargo securement system must be
able to resist a force equal to 80 percent of the
cargo weight. 

Rearward Force: The force in the rearward
direction occurs when the vehicle accelerates,
shifts gears while climbing a hill or brakes in
reverse. The cargo securement system must be
able to resist a force equal to 50 percent of cargo
weight.

Sideways Force: Force in the sideways direc-
tion occurs when the vehicle is turning, chang-

Trailer air disk brakes from
Hendrickson

Administration eyeing shorter
stopping distances and addi-
tional requirements for high-
speed stopping, air disc brakes provide an addi-
tional tool in the industry’s quest to improve
performance. 

Hendrickson has launched production of air
disc brake packages, available as a premium
option on many INTRAAX® and VANTRAAX®
suspension systems.

Particularly attractive to haulers with
extremely demanding brake usage, disc brakes
provide more consistent braking during extend-
ed braking application cycles. Air disc brakes also
improve stopping distance at high speeds.

Today’s air discs overcome many of the relia-
bility, efficiency and servicing problems of earli-
er generations and con-
tinue to narrow the
maintenance cost gap.

for maximum safety and weight savings.
Another new addition to L.J. Kennedy’s equip-

ment are the wide-based tires, which they have
been testing and evaluating for two years. 

“We have gone to wide-base single tires on our
tractors and trailers, which gives us a savings of
about 500 pounds,” said Derrig. “Not only has
this gained us additional payload capacity, it has
increased our fuel mileage because the wide-
based singles have less rolling resistance. From a
safety standpoint, the wide-based tires provide
more tire contact with the road.”

Although Michelin advertises a 3 percent fuel
advantage with its wide-base singles, Derrig said
he is seeing a “true savings that is somewhat bet-
ter.” Derrig also said that, unlike the super single
tires that were first produced in the 1970s, the
wide-base technology is far superior.

Other weight-saving features include
ArvinMeritor’s low-weight X30 brake drums and
aluminum rims.

L.J. Kennedy also utilizes technology to
reduce maintenance costs. Derrig said they have
been using ConMet low-maintenance aluminum
sealed hubs for about six years and are finding
they lower maintenance time and cost. Other
low-maintenance specs include extended service
brakes, automatic slack adjusters and Grote LED

lighting. The company also uses a service that
sends in a crew to inspect the air in tires.

While L.J. Kennedy is utilizing much of the
technology currently available, they are constant-
ly evaluating other ways to improve.

“We are currently looking at collision avoid-
ance systems, which we may put on our next
tractor build,” Derrig said. “Technology is con-
stantly changing, and we try to stay on top of it,
try to be on the forefront of safety and economy.”

All this attention to safety and efficiency
enable L.J. Kennedy to provide superior service
to its customers. The level of service the compa-
ny provides its customers is an essential tool in
their marketing strategies, due to the “commod-
ity-type” nature of their product lines. L.J.
Kennedy prides itself on being more than a
trucking company to its customers – they are
their competitive edge.

Construction paves the way
for flatbed production

Fueled by the solid growth in U.S. con-
struction, flatbed production is boom-

ing once again. Demand for all types of flats,
be it steel, combo, straight frame or drop, have
out-paced manufacturing capacity stretching
backlogs deep into the year and beyond. While
trailer shipments in general have definitely
improved, flatbed production/sales are literally
off the chart.

First quarter 2005 industry reports indicate
a 45 percent year over year (YOY) increase in
flatbed production, possibly pointing to a
record year.  This rise in production is spurred
by both growth and replacement of older
equipment. Industry analysts predict this seg-
ment of the trailer industry to remain strong
for the foreseeable future.

Great Dane flatbed production more than
mirrors the industry’s YOY first quarter per-
centage. From owner operators to major
fleets, the demand for Great Dane flatbed
products is at an all-time high. Availability is
equally as important as the cost of the equip-
ment in supplying this revived market.  The
stocking of new flatbed trailers remains essen-
tial in meeting customers’ needs.

With all of the positives surrounding the
flatbed market, neither flatbed carriers nor
manufacturers are immune to industry chal-
lenges. Driver shortages, fuel costs and rising
insurance premiums are just a few of the hur-
dles that must be effectively managed. Given
the continued rise in flatbed production, it
appears that these challenges are being met.

ing lanes or braking while turning. The cargo
securement system must be able to resist a force
equal to 50 percent of cargo weight, same as with
the rearward force.

Upward Force: Force in the upward direction
occurs when the vehicle is traveling over bumps
in the road or cresting a hill. The cargo secure-
ment system must be able to resist a force equal
to 20 percent of cargo weight. This requirement
is usually met if the cargo is secured by tiedowns.
The exception is if the cargo is fully contained in
a structure of sufficient strength.

It’s also important to understand the principle
behind tipping of cargo. If the height of the cargo
is more than two times the base on which the
cargo is secured, then tipping can occur at 0.5 g
acceleration. If the height of the cargo is more
than 1.25 times the base on which the cargo is
secured, then tipping can occur at 0.8 g acceler-
ation. Bracing may be required to keep cargo
from tipping. Unitizing can make the load sim-
pler to brace but it may not be sufficient to pre-
vent tipping.

In Canada, carriers and owner/operators are
asked to comply with the performance criteria
included in the Standard, which are stricter than
those required by the new U.S. legislation in
effect for the past year.

The North American Cargo Securement
Standard is an attempt to address the

risks associated with improperly secured loads
during typical freight hauling situations. The
new regulations were enacted in the U.S. in
January 2004. In Canada, new regulations were
inacted in Ontario and Newfoundland in January
2005, and the other provinces likely will follow
suit in the coming months.

Keeping cargo that’s being transported on the
highway secured on or within the transporting
vehicle under all conditions that could reason-
ably be expected to occur in normal driving, as
well as when the driver is responding to an emer-
gency situation, is the principle at the heart of
the Standard. 

A securement system is defined in the
Standard as a securement method using one or a
combination of the vehicle structure, securing

devices and blocking and bracing.
The Standard stipulates that cargo must be

contained, immobilized, or secured so it doesn’t
leak, spill, blow, fall from the vehicle, fall through
the vehicle, become dislodged from the vehicle,
or shift upon or within the vehicle, making the
vehicle unstable or affecting its maneuverability.

All types of cargo must satisfy one of three
conditions: 1) cargo is fully contained by struc-
tures of adequate strength; 2) cargo is immobi-
lized by structures of adequate strength or a
combination of structure, blocking and bracing
to prevent shifting or tipping; or 3) cargo is
immobilized or secured on or within a vehicle to
prevent shifting or tipping. 

Of course, it would be difficult to prevent all
shifting. The Standard does allow for some move-
ment of cargo provided it doesn’t reduce the
effectiveness of the securement system.

According to the new cargo securement
standards, when securing cargo, if a

strap touches an article of cargo, edge protec-
tion must now be used to protect the strap. In
order to ensure that your drivers can abide by
this regulation, make sure that all of your
trucks have a sufficient stock of edge protec-
tors onboard (generally two for each strap
carried).
